	1.  Full Text Availability Indicators

Description:  Indicators which attempt to give an impression as to whether full text is likely to be available.
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	2.  Merging Results Sets
Description:   The current pilot only permits viewing of results on a collection by collection basis.  This feature would allow merging of results sets.
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	3.  Record Selection Facility
Description:   Feature which allows selection of records.   Selected records can then be outputted via a variety of means (e.g. text file, email, RSS, bibliographic software).
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	4.  Saved Searches
Description:   Searches can be saved, stored and rerun.  This could allow users to create alerts/RSS feeds of new items matching their search criteria.
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	5.  Refine Search Facility
Description:   A refine search facility would allow search results to be further refined via a number of criteria  (e.g.  by subject, by source, by author etc)
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	6.  Improved Advanced Search
Description:   Enhancements to the advanced search functionality including ‘clustering’ of databases by resource type, improved layout etc.
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	7.  Visualisation of Search Results
Description:   Visual representation of search results.
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	8.  Geographical Searching
Description:   Allow searching of some collections via geographical means (e.g via location name, postcode, National Grid coordinates)
